
1. Follow “RECEPTACLE DISASSEMBLY” steps 1 through 3.

2. Follow “CABLE CONNECTION” steps 1 through 2.

3. Strip conductor insulation to the dimensions shown in   Figure 4L.

4. Connect the conductors to each contact.  Tighten the two set screws to 50-100
in.-lb.

5. Follow “RECEPTACLE ASSEMBLY” Steps 1 through 7.
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WARNING
To avoid electrical shock or electrocution, plugs (with exposed

contacts) must not be used as the power source, as the user

may come in contact with energized contacts or other compo-

nents while attaching locks or hasps in the lockout/tagout hole

provision.
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
